And generat ion after 
generation has died in their 
sin without hope of eternal 
life. 
James 1:15  Sin, when it is 
finished, bringeth forth death. 

Romans 5:12  Wherefore, as by one man 
sin entered into the world, and death by 
sin; and so death passed upon all men, for 
that all have sinned: 
Romans 6:23  For the wages of sin is 
death; but the gift of God is eternal life 
through Jesus Christ our Lord. 
Every individual needs a Saviour. An 
eternity after this life without hope is dark, 
lonely and dreadful. This is exactly why 
Jesus was born on that first Christmas day 
to bring eternal life of joy to every man, 
woman, boy and girl!

John 8:42  Jesus said unto them, If God 
were your Father, ye would love me: for I 
proceeded forth and came from God; 
neither came I of myself, but he sent me. 
Listen to what Mary, Jesus’ mother said 
about Jesus: "My soul doth magnify the 
Lord, and my spirit hath rejoiced in God 
my Saviour" Luke 1:46,47.

As 

God’s Son, Jesus became 

a man and as a man still 

had perfect fellowship with 

His Father in heaven just as 

Adam and Eve did before 

they had sinned.  

John 10:15  As the Father 

knoweth me, even so know 

I the Father: and I lay down 

my life for the sheep. 

And so, Jesus as a sinless human man is 

able to bring us to His Father and can 

give us forgiveness from our sin.  He can 

do this because He paid the penalty for 

our sin and died in our place at Calvary.
